Highlights from an extraordinary year include:

e We received the second largest bequest in our history from an amazing
donor, allowing us to focus on the work we need to get done in the
community.

We have more than 50 music instructors and they taught more than 36,000
hours of music lessons.

Our Community Outreach program, Little Swallows, created more than
70,000 musical connections in local preschools

We saw a 22% increase in memberships, a testament to the strength and
commitment of our community!
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Using our in-house expertise, we successfully hosted our inaugural
Swallow Hill BanjoFest.

Our 158 onsite concerts in 2024 represented an 87% increase from the previous year. And while

it was a banner year at our headquarters, we branched out throughout the Denver metro area as
well. We reinvigorated our concerts at Four Mile Historic Park and audiences came through in
record breaking numbers. Summer concerts and Evenings al Fresco at Denver Botanic Gardens
created life-long memories for thousands of music lovers. We continued, created, or participated
in programs at Clyfford Still Museum, Left Hand Brewing in Longmont, Butterfly Pavilion in
Westminster, summer concerts in Broomfield, and PirateFest (argh!) in Northglenn. All in the spirit
of serving the community broadly, including our incredible patrons in our neighborhood.

As we celebrate all of this success with you, we really consider 2024 as a tune up for what comes
next. We are excited to continue to build community with you, and for that, we are grateful.

Outreach

In 2024 our Community Outreach programs had more than 85,000 musical
connections. From Little Swallows and sensory-friendly concerts, to interactive
performances and our famed Instrument Petting Zoo, we provide opportunities
for community engagement throughout the Front Range in schools, libraries,
community centers, retirement communities, and beyond.

Each month we host Musical Memories and Musical Pathways classes. Both of
these free, drop-in classes are led by Board Certified Music Therapists.

In Musical Memories, individuals experiencing memory loss, their families and
caregivers come together to sing and reminisce through music to increase overall
brain function and encourage emotional awareness. Musical Pathways classes
are designed for adults with intellectual and developmental disabilities (IDD).
Music can help build new friendships, evoke joy and regulate the nervous system,
strengthen neural pathways, as well as support physical movement.

“It was nice to see a smile on my wife’s face
and see her singing and participating. She
can look withdrawn, but it’s progress.”

“Music is really powerful in the brain,” SWALLOW HILL
MUSIC THERAPIST KRISTEN MCSORLEY ADDED. “It is stored
more deeply in our memories and is also stored across
the brain. Whenever you listen to music, it can activate
neural networks throughout the brain that have
perhaps been lost due to some memory loss.”

Using our long-running Denver UkeFest as a model, we excitedly held our first Swallow Hill
BanjoFest in November. The day-long fest featured workshops, jams, and a gathering of the
banjo community. It was all capped off with an evening concert featuring banjo legend Tony
Trishka, Carolina Chocolate Drops co-founder Dom Flemons, and up-and-coming old-time banjo
innovator Brad Kolodner. BanjoFest was an unmitigated success.

“When Tony Trishka told me he'd never taught a workshop for a hundred banjo players at the
same time, | knew we'd done something special,” Marketing team member Barry Osborne, who
helped develop BanjoFest, said with a chuckle.

As a pillar of the Denver music community, in 2024 AUDITORIUM
we opened our doors to host more organizations
for networking and connecting than ever before

including the Colorado meeting of the Southwest

breast cancer research. Events like these allow us to
put our expertise into action in service of nonprofit
organizations, demonstrating how Colorado artists,
organizations, and businesses can work together.

Now in its 9th year, Little Swallows, our early childhood music
education program, is in full swing—and the impact is unmistakable.
In 2024, 15 teachers taught 2,116 students at 29 preschools and early
learning centers, making thousands of musical connections with
children ages 1-5.

Over the past decade, we've fine-tuned the program to better serve
students, families, and schools. In 2024, we expanded to new school
partners and refreshed our teaching materials.

Music at this age isn’t just about fun (though there’s plenty of that).
It supports language development, motor coordination, memory, and
emotional growth. Through rhythm, melody, and movement, kids are
building the foundation for how they think, feel, and connect with
others.

That kind of growth doesn’t happen by accident—it takes intention,
care, and the right guides. Little Swallows is led by a team of dedicated,

playful, and deeply skilled instructors who know how to meet young *
learners where they are.
